Jasmin Vardimon Company to launch a UK & international tour of
YESTERDAY and JUSTITIA in Spring 2009

Spring UK & International Tour: 9 January – 2 May 2009

Following the sell-out success of Yesterday at London’s Peacock Theatre (November 08), which marked the
company’s 10th anniversary, award-winning dance theatre choreographer and Associate Artist of Sadler’s
Wells, Jasmin Vardimon, takes her company on a UK and international tour in 2009, mounting two
productions: Yesterday and Justitia. The company’s 2009 Spring tour opens on 9 January, presenting
Yesterday in Athens, Greece. Yesterday then tours to five UK venues prior to the company’s debut
performance in France, at the prestigious Danse à Lille theatre in Roubaix. Justitia opens at the Brighton
Dome on 16 March and tours to France, Germany and Norway plus a further four UK venues, culminating with
a three-performance run at the Peacock Theatre, London from 30 April to 2 May 2009.

Jasmin Vardimon Company (JVC) is one of Britain’s most pioneering physical dance theatre companies. The
company’s Autumn 2008 tour of Yesterday generated an astounding response from audiences across the UK
with capacity-packed performances including a sell-out London run at the Peacock Theatre, Sadler’s Wells’ West
End venue. Engaging a strong, and consistently growing audience base of young theatre-goers, Jasmin
Vardimon’s work embodies a unique and daring approach to dance theatre, consistently surprising audiences
with inventive creativity and a powerful, provocative voice. Integrating multiple layers of communication – dance,
movement, live video, animation, text and music – Vardimon brings her sharp instincts and keen observations of
human behaviour to the stage, delivering beautifully precise characterisation, powerfully brought to life by her
company of incredibly skilled international dancers.

Yesterday presents a journey into memory. Revisiting and refashioning selected moments from a decade of
work, featuring new choreography, live video and animation, Vardimon contrasts snapshot scenes of gravity-
defying athleticism with beautiful lyricism, exploring socially political themes with a passionate punch.  Justitia
delves into the justice system, unraveling a gripping domestic crime story from different perspectives.
Impressively staged on a revolving set, this large-scale production features a sharp script by Critics’ Circle
Award-winning playwright, Rebecca Lenkiewicz.

Associate Artist at Sadler’s Wells, Vardimon has won a number of international awards, including the
prestigious Jerwood Choreography Award in 2000. She was previously a Yorkshire Dance Partner from
1999-2004 and Associate Artist at The Place in 1998. Her acclaimed piece Lullaby gained her selection for
the BBC documentary 'Dance Film Academy’ in 2005. As a performer, she was nominated 'Best Female
Artist' at the 2003 Critics’ Circle National Dance Award. The company’s repertoire includes: Yesterday
(2008), Justitia (2007); Park (2005); Lullaby (2003), Ticklish (2001), Lure Lure Lure (2000), Tête (1999),
MadameMade (1998), Therapist (1997).
